2. Speed of Trains. - It must be clearly understood by Train Crew personnel that the maximum permissible speed authorised for the line and
for the type of train must not, under any circumstances, be exceeded over any portion of the journey. Where the times shown in the
Working Timetable to run any section conflict with the maximum permissible speed authorised for that particular section, or with any safe
working or other instruction, the Timetable times are not to be adhered to, and the matter is to be promptly reported to the Manager
Timetable Development, Room 313 Flinders Street, Phone 5-7350.

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SHUNTING OF ELECTRIC TRAINS.

The Driver of a Suburban Electric train must always be in the driving compartment at or nearest to the leading end of the train, when shunting

the carriage of electric trains. (see also instructions respecting Disabled Suburban Electric Trains).

Drivers required to change ends must do so at platforms or at pathways provided, or through the train where access is available. At locations

where this is not possible, Electric Trains may be pushed by the Locomotive Driver during shunting operations provided a competent employee travels
in the leading end of the train when being pushed back as outlined below in sections (i), (ii), (iif), (iv) and (v).

In any such movement a competent person must travel in the leading end of the train, not occupied by the Driver, being prepared to stop the
train by means of the Air Brake or to signal to the Driver as may be necessary.

At any station where fixed signals are not provided to govern the intended movements, the Officer-In-Charge must, after first ascertaining that
the Driver and a competent employee clearly understand the movements required, supervise such movements of the train and position
themselves in a place so as to be able to protect in case of emergency.

When two Electric trains have to cross each other at a single line crossing station and it is not practicable for the Driver to change ends in time
to avoid detentions to trains, the train which has been first admitted to the station may be pushed back for the purpose of being shunted into the
loop. A competent employee must ride in the leading compartment, being prepared to stop the train by means of the Air Brake or to signal the
Driver as may be necessary.

The Electric Bell communication (3 rings) may be used by a competent employee in lieu of a hand signal, to signal to the Driver when all is
right for a train to set back.

Any Parcels Coach, Double-ended Motor, or two Motors, coupled together may be pushed in any direction at any station or yard, provided a

competent person is in the leading end before the pushing movement is commenced. During the pushing movement the competent person riding
in the leading end must be prepared to stop the movement by means of the Air Brake or signal to the Driver as may be necessary.

ONE CARRIAGE OPERATION OF TRAINS.

In order to enhance customer safety and deter vandalism, all trains operated as Comeng or 4D type in service during the hours of darkness
(after 19 00) at night, should where practicable, operate with only one carriage lit and available for customers, with the other carriages locked and in
darkness.

To facilitate this, the Locomotive Driver must ensure that every effort is made to operate the train in the ‘ONE CAR’ mode from the
originating station, when the number of customers offering is less than the number of seats available in the one carriage.

When en-route, if the number of customers offering is greater than the number of seats available in the one carriage, it will be the
responsibility of the Locomotive Driver to convert the train, or a portion thereof, to normal carriage operation, so as to provide adequate seating for all
customers.

Whenever a train is returned to normal operation enroute, the carriages must remain in operation until arrival at the destination station.

HITACHI TRAINS
Hitachi trains are not equipped to operate in a 'ONE CAR’ mode and will operate as six carriage trains during all times of darkness.
